ASIFA Croatia

ASIFA is the only international animated film association. Today it
has about 5,000 members in 58 countries all around the world. It
was founded in France in 1961 by the then biggest names of the
world animation, such as Norman McLaren (Canada), John Hub-
ley (us), Ivan Ivanov Vano (ussRr), Paul Grimault (France), John
Halas (uk), Ezio Gagliardo (ltaly). Today, the main tasks of AsiFA
are to promote the art of animation, to defend the interests of
animation filmmakers, to coordinate the activities of regional AsiFa
groups, to cooperate with the most important animation festivals.
ASIFA activities also include publishing (AsiFA magazine two issues
per year, ASIFA NET at http://asifa.net), international children
workshops, AsiFA Archive, Film Exchange Program, International
Animation Day 28 October — celebration in many countries world-
wide. AsiFA set up quality standards for international animation
festivals and the best festivals in the world such as Annecy, Hiro-
shima, Zagreb, Ottawa, Cinanima follow the AsiFa guidelines.

It's been seven years since AsiFa Croatia has been officially regis-
tered as an independent non profit organisation in Croatia. At its
inception in the sixties, AsiFa Croatia entirely consisted of and was
founded by the artists and employees of Zagreb Film, the then
biggest animation studio in Croatia. Zagreb Film also took part in
the foundation of the World Festival of Animated Film in Zagreb,
and the manager of Zagreb Film Mr. Jurica Peruzovi¢ was Vice
President of the first asiFa Board of Directors in 1961 (with Norman
McLaren as President). However, in 2003 the members decided
to found an independent association based on the asiFa Statutes.
Some renowned young filmmakers have joined the Group, so ASIFA
Croatia is now a chapter which gathers the most respectable au-
thors of all generations — from famous masters of the golden age
of Zagreb animation such as Pavao Stalter and Bordo Dovnikovi¢,
to young, already recognized, award-winning filmmakers such as
Simon B. Narath, Milan Trenc, Darko Bakliza and others. AsiFa
Croatia organises the regular monthly screenings of different pro-
grams of animated films at the Film Club in Zagreb, four members
of asiFa Croatia are members of the Council of World Festival of
Animated Film in Zagreb and are involved in organising this long-
standing, world renowned event. In 2010 AsiFa Croatia launched
the first national animated film festival in Zagreb.
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Croatian Audiovisual Centre

The Croatian Audiovisual Centre is the Government backed
strategic agency for the audiovisual sector in Croatia. It aims to
stimulate a successful, vibrant audiovisual industry as well as to
promote the widest possible enjoyment and understanding of
audiovisual works throughout Croatia. It was founded in 2008 as

a result of the new Act on Audiovisual Industries unanimously
passed by the Croatian Parliament in July 2007. It is funded by the
grant-in-aid from the Government and through contributions of all
those using audiovisual works, such as broadcasters, digital, cable
and satellite operators, Internet providers, telecoms, and so on.

As a main audiovisual agency in Croatia, the newly founded Cen-
tre has assumed overall responsibility for the growth of Croatia’s
audiovisual industry. Its remit ranges from supporting production,
distribution, exhibition, marketing and promotion, to professional

training and supporting national film archive through the system

of public subsidies.

Zagreb Film was founded in 1953 with
the main profile of an animated films
production company. Since then, more
than 600 animated films, 14 feature
films, about 600 documentaries and
800 commercials as well as 600 edu-
cational films were produced in this
studio. Zagreb Film possesses 30.000
meters of archive material shot about
the city of Zagreb and another 30
hours of material shot on a bvcam. The
company operates on three locations;
artists’ studios and shooting equipment,
a small theatre and another location
with a film warehouse, video multiplica-
tion room and administration. During all
these years, Zagreb Film has received
more than 400 awards at festivals all
over the world. Among them is the
Academy Award for best animated film
in 1962. Dusan Vukoti¢ became the first
non-American author to win the Oscar
award for The Ersatz (Surogat). The
